MAGINE being able to access thousands
of dollars’ worth of free advice to benefit
your business?
The government’s Jobs Assist pro-

gram has up to $8000 in funding available to
businesses who are registered for GST, have
10 or more employees and an ABN.
The government is most keen to hear
from those in a list of 17 “key sector” areas,
but in good news for the Sunshine Coast,
applicants can come from any sector at all.
“The Sunshine Coast, Caboolture and

Bundaberg are regarded as priority employ-
ment areas, so we don’t have to worry about
whether or not it’s in a key sector,” Anna
Searle, who is a Jobs Assist business sup-
port consultant, said.
“I think it’s a fantastic opportunity. I
worked in strategic consulting with Deloitte
in Melbourne and South Africa and we
could charge between 50 and $100,000 for
this sort of thing.”
Stage One offers up to $3000 in funding for

a consultant like Ms Searle to visit the busi-
ness and prepare a report.
“So I would look at the strengths of the

business, where the opportunities out in the
market are, what they need to fortify and
top priority areas that would warrant furth-
er investigation.
“Out of that stage, they get a strategic
review business plan that identifies areas
they can implement with funding from stage
two (up to $5000),” Ms Searle said.
“And the consultant doesn’t get paid until

we have submitted our report and the in-
voice and the client submits a client satis-
faction report.
“We’re wearing all the risk.”
Ms Searle is the director of three-year-old

Coast business Inspired Leadership and is
one of an estimated 100 approved Jobs As-

sist business support consultants on the
Sunshine Coast.
